This List included the names of 1,967 Old Tonbridgians and 17 Masters, of whom 244
0.T.’s and 2 Masters were known to have given their lives, and 10 were missing.

In addition to this, supplementary Lists were given of :—

(1) School employés known to be serving in H.M. Forees.

(2) O.71."s and Masters known to hold commissions in the Volunteer Force.

(3) O.T1.'s known to be Civil Prisonersin Germany or Austria since 1914 ;
and publication after the War was promised of a Supplementary List of O.T.'s who,
being debarred for various reasons from service in H..\L or Allied Forces, are known to
have been engaged in Red Cross or other work involving in varying degrees the risks and
hardships of Active Service abroad.

On the
23rd they were suddenly despatched to
another part of the line and. being pushed
forward in the early part of the battle, had
a very hard time ﬁght.mg rearguard actions
in the retreat. On March 25th they were

in action in the open when the enemy |

attacked and a 59 shell burst close beside
him, wounding him severely in several
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places, especially in the lungs and leg.
He was at once conveyed to the Dress ng
Station. but there was little hope and he
died there before it was captured by the
enemy later in the day. His (.0 was
killed a few days "ater, before he had been
able to write ; but his Captain wrote that
he had been a general favourite in the

He was promoted to Lieutenant
December 12th, 1916, left for France once
more in January, 1917, and was reported
“ missing ” after the fighting on May 3rd,
1917. 1In the early morning of that day
his Battalion advanced to the attack
but suffered very heavy casualties, in-
cluding all but one of the officers of his
Company. Owing to the failure of troops
on their flanks they had to give up the
ground they had gained, and it was at
fhe time impossible to recover his body
or even to obfain proof of his death.
It appears certain that he and two of his
men were killed and others wounded by
a shell when they were within a short
distance of the (ferman trenches and his
death was eventually presumed. A Cap-
tain wrote of him as an “excellent officer
and friend,” and a private in his platoon,
who was himself wounded by the same
shell and who reported Lieut. Cheesman’s
death, wrote :—

“We have lost one of the finest officers
in the Battalion, and 1 know all the other
men are the same as myself. He was always
cheery and was always the first to buek up
a fellow who was * down on his dump.'

His Company Commander wrote to
Lieut. Cheesman’s sister as follows ~—

“ Personally  and  rvegimentally  your
brother is sadly missed, as officers of his
cheery and efficient character are hard to
find. He was always ready to do anything
for anybody and never behindhand in any-
thing which helped his men.”

“ Captain Dougall maintained his guns in
action from early morning throughout a
heavy concentration of gas and high-explo-
give shell.  Finding that he could not clear
the erest owing to the withdrawal of our line,
Captain Dougall ran his guns on to the top
of the ridge to fire over open sights. By

this time our infantry had been pressed

ih;wk in line with the guns.  Captain Dougall
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at once assumed command of the situation,
rallied and organised the infantry, supplied
them with Lewis guns, and armed as many
gunners as he could spare with rifles.  With
these he formed a line in front of his battery |
which during this period was harassing the
advancing enemy with a rapid rate of fire,
Although exposed to both rifle and machine
gun fire, this officer fearlessly walked about
as though on parade, calmly giving orders
and encouraging everybody. He inspired
the infantry with his assurance that * So long
a8 you stick to your trenches T will keep my
guns here. This line was maintained
throughout the day, thercby delaying the
enemy's advance for over twelve hours.  In
the evening, having expended all ammuni- |
tion, the battery received orders to withdraw.
This was done by man-handling the guns
over a distance of about 800 yards of shell-
cratered country, an almost impossible feat
considering the ground and the intense
machine gun fire.

“Owing to Captain Dougall’s personality
and skillul leadership throughout this trying
day there is no doubf that a serious breach
in our line was averted.

“This gallant oflicer was killed four days |
later whilst direeting the fire of his battery.”

The following are extracts from some of
the letters received by Mr. Dougall from
officers of the Brigade.

The Adjutant of the Brigade wrote :—

*Throughout the time that 1 have spent
with him, and it is some two years now, |
have never met a man more popular amongst
his brotheroflicers ormore respected amongst
his men than yourson. e was in command |
of his Battery at the time of his death and
for the past week had been performing most
gallant work."”

* Always cool and steadfast under any
cireumstances, it was perhaps a few days
before his death that, under circumstances
of the greatest difliculty and danger, his
splendid qualities were given their fullest
expression.  This gallant  performance of
Dougall and his detachments will always be
one of the proudest recolleetions of his
Battery and his Brigade, and, though there
are indecd few of ug who can hope to emulate
him, the example he has set us will assuredly

After attachment to
various units he was gazetted to the
39th Garhwal Rifles at Lansdowne. He

Having exchanged into the British
Army he was gazetted as Captain to the
York and Lancaster Regt. on March 16th,
1909. He served with the 2nd Battalion
of the Regiment at Aldershot till 1911,
when he was appointed Adjutant of the
3rd (Special Reserve) Battalion at the
Regimental Depot at Pontefract. He
was still holding this appointment when
war broke out and, consequently, was not
permitted, as he desired, to rejoin his
Battalion, which had gone to France.
Early in 1915, however, he successfully
applied to be sent out as an Observer

'attached to the R.F.C., and was flying at

the Front for about six weeks. Those
were the early days when the air was far
safer than the trenches,and though, as he
wrote, he learned to realise what are the
sensations of an old cock-pheasant, his
one wish was to return to his Regiment.

' At last he obtained his desire and was

posted to the Ist Battalion, then in
reserve near Ypres. Almost immediately
the second battle of Ypres began, and the
Battalion was one of the units ordered to
counter-attack north-east of Ypres, with

in Chitral. A fine rifle and game 5hot,{the object of pushing back the enemy,
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who were beginning to advance in great
force through the ap efiected by the
unforeseen use of poison-gas. and had to
be opposed by hastily gathered formations
of such units as were nea. at hand. The
object was attained. but at the cost of
heavy casualties to the hattalions engaged.

| This party opened fire with a machine gun.
The other officer was killed at once, the
| Colonel fell immediately afterwards, and
two of the men were wounded. The
C(”nrpm'al and the remaining man dragged
the Colonel back to o shallow trench,
remaining with him several minutes, and
only leaving him to warn the Platoon
Commander of the presenee and position
lof the enemy.  The enemy advaneed,
aml it was impossible to bring the Colonel
'back, though several attempts were made
and considerable casunalties  incurred
thereby. The Corporal had no doubt that
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the Colonel-was killed, as he was hit in
the chest, and never spoke or moved
afterwards.

With this characteristic act of devotion
to duty ended the career of a born soldier.
His whole heart was in his profession, and

he possessed in a high degree the qualities |

of courage, coolness and confidence,
together with the determination and
power of quick decision essential in meet-
ing sudden emergencies. He had been
recommended for the command of a
brigade, and, had he lived, was doubtless
destined to rise high. He had no illusions.
He hoped, but hardly expected, to return,
and was content to die in a great cause.

The Assistant-Adjutant of the Battalion
wrote :—

* The Colonel made this Battalion entirely.
Its spirit was his spirit—given it by him.
In morale and fighting qualities it was un-
gurpassed, and it was all his work. He went
West with his regiment, of which he was, in
his undemonstrative way, extraordinarily
proud and fond. If it had to be, it is just
as he would have chosen.”

Another of
wrote :—

* Colonel Eardley-Wilmot never went out
of his way to court popularity—rather the
reverse—but in spite of this (or perhaps
partly because of it) I don't suppose there
was a C.0. in France who was more beloved |
by his officers and men. We always felt

His Brigadier-General wrote -— '

“1 eannot tell you how much I shall miss
him, for he was the last of the (.0.s or |
Seconds-in-Command who came out with

| the Brigade nearly two years ago. I had
got to know him very well and to appreciate
his many good qualities. He was an exceed-
ingly fine Commanding Officer, and had
brought his battalion, of which he was
justly proud and fond, to a high state of
' discipline and efficiency which had fre-
quently earned the approval of Divisional
and senior officers. He was most cool and
gallant in action, and I always felt absolute
confidence that any task which was entrusted
'to him would be well and suoccessfully
! accomplished.”

October, 1915, his Major wrote to Lieut.
Harris's father :—

“1 want to tell you how well your son is
doing and how invaluable he is to the Battery
and to me. He has already done wonders
with his section, is very popular with the
men and by far the best horsemaster we
have. . . . Jim has never grumbled once,
and has done no end to keep the men cheerful
and contented.”

He was promoted full Lieutenant
June 1st, 1916, and acting Captain
During the greater part
0f 1917 and up to his death he had been
attached to the Australian Mounted
Division. On April 30th, 1918, the Battery
had advanced well into the enemy positions
to hold a main road. This they successfully
carried out that day, but being heavily

 attacked at dawn on the following morn-

ing, had to give ground. In trying to

get the guns hmben'd up he was shot

through the thigh and through the
abdomen. Very reluctantly he was

induced to leave the guns and find shelter
behind a boulder. Tlmrc a brother officer
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found him, and dressed his wounds as best
he could, and his .0. got him safely over
‘the crest of the hill,in spite of heavy rifle
and machine-gun fire, and put him on a
horse on which he was able to ride for some
distance till he was met by a motor ambu-
lance and conveyed to a Field Hospital,
where he died next day, May 2nd, 1918.
His old Battery Commander wrote :—

“ He was a fearless, clean-living sportsman,
and it was only when I left the Battery that
I realised what a help he was to me and how
loyally and hard he worked.”

His C.0. wrote :—

“Although I had only known him a
short time, I had found in him a man
in the finest and truest sense of the word.
He had been in this Battery for a very long

time and his whole life was wrapped up |

in it, his energy on behalf of man and horse
at all times was untiring, and he loved all,
as he was loved by all.”

An officer who had been closely asso-
ciated with him in the H.A.C. for seven
years, in the ranks, as an N.C.0., and
then with a commission, wrote :—

* What I chiefly want to say is how much
we all admired his energy and ability, and
how wholeheartedly he devoted himself to
the welfare of the Battery at all times. . . .
The gallant way he carried out his work till
wounded and the still more gallant way he
acted after being hit will always be remem-
bered by us.”

The Chaplain wrote :—

*“He was universally beloved by every-
one, officers and men, t]lroughout this
Division.

Lieut.-Col. L. J. Le Fleming again went out
to the front, but early in July was sum-
moned home owing to his wife’s sudden
illness, and arrived to find that she had
already passed away. Shortly after his
return he was gazetted Acting Lieut.-Col.
August 20th, 1917, whilst O.C. a Service
Battalion of the East Surreys, which he
brought to a high state of efficiency. On
March 21st the Battalion was in support,
but was hastily sent forward when the

'enemy had broken through under cover

of the mist. Col. Le Fleming, in order
to guard against surprise, went forward,
accompanied only by his second in com-
mand, to reconnoitre, as he had already
done with another officer earlier in the day,
and coming under the fire of an enemy
machine-gun was killed instantaneously,
shot through the head. An attempt at

One of his Subalterns :—

“He was loved from the first moment he
took over command of the Battalion both by
the officers and men, so I cannot tell you
how heartbroken we were when he was killed.
He was the very best C.0. who ever com-
manded the Battalion, most efficient, very
brave, very just, and above all a perfect
gentleman. Lverybody felt that they had a
great leader and alto a great friend, and
although he was 80 nice and kind to every.
body, the discipline was splendid. Af a word
from the dear old Colonel any one would have
gone through hell to please him. . . . If the
Colonel wanted volunteers for anything he
would always get them for the asking. . . .
He would never ask any one in the Battalion
to go where he wouldn't go himself.”

The Chaplain’s letter contained the
following :—

“1 know how all his officers loved and
respected him, and hismen aswell. He gave
us such confidence, and he was so wonder-
fully just and fair. To me, personally, he
proved a true friend, and he helped me in my
work in every way he could. Ishallmisshim
tremendously. TFrom the time when he took
over the Battalion, with the shadow of a
great loss still upon him, we felt that the one
thing he really wighed was to make the Bat-
talion the smartest and most efficient in the
Division.”

“I have known him all his twenty years
of soldiering. . . . The best of sportsmen in
the highest sense of the word and of a charm-
ing personality, he appealed to all ranks and
had the best influence with all with whom he
came in contact. It was with the best of
results he guided the 2nd Battalion after I
gave over the command. Since then and up
to the end one of the younger Battalions has
been the better and grander for his presence
at its head.”

That of another East Surrey Colonel,

now engaged on a History of the Regiment,
who had known him since he first joined :—

“He was in every respect the model of a
British officer, and I am certain that he had
not an enemy in the world. . . . His services
at Ypres (in 1915), though unrewarded, were
very fine.”

The Brigadier wrote :—

‘“ An excellent soldier, he was extremely
popular throughout the whole Brigade, and
we all had the greatest regard and admiration
for him. He put his own spirit into his
Battalion and made it as fine a Battalion as
there is to be found in the whole Army."”

Entering the School in January, 1906,
Bernard Tuppen left from the Modern
Fifthin July, 1908, and after six monthsin
Switzerland for his health was at Wye
Agricultural College, Kent, for three
years. There he did very well, and on leav-
ing was awarded his Diploma and five
1st Prizes. Though offered a Government
appointment, he adhered to his intention
of going out to New Zealand for a few
years to gain experience. He had never
been robust and he had a serious illness
in New Zealand in 1914—15 rendering
him unfit for any work for six months.
Consequently, though he was very anxious
to serve and applied several times for
enlistment, he was rejected on medical
grounds and had to content himself with
war work in New Zealand until the
summer of 1917. Then he was accepted,
and after only three months’ training with
a Reserve Battalion of his Regiment, sailed
for England, arriving in this country on

December 7th. His Battalion at once

went into camp for training and he hoped
to obtain leave at Chrigtmas time and
be able to see his mother after his six

years’ absence. On December 13th he
became ill and developing cerebro-spinal
meningitis died on the following Sunday,
December 16th, 1917. His mother was
not informed of his illness till that day,
when she was summoned by telegram,
but arrived to find that he had passed
away without recovering consciousness.

“ MOODS.”
By J. D. Greexway (Erskine Macdonald,
1s. 6d. net. 1917.)

It is well that our soldiers, who are the
only men who have the right to speak on
War, should state preciscly the moods they
pass through. 1t may well be that when all
Leagues of Nations fail the words of a poet
may ring in a nation’s ears and prevent the
repetition of any such holocaust as we are
now experiencing. Mr. Greenway is one of
a hundred other versifiers who interests us
because he is an accredited witness, We
will believe in the glory of war when a warrior
speaks of it as glorious; we believe such
lines as :—

“The gifts the high gods sent us
We flung back in their face,”
when a soldier writes thus of the dead.
We are not satisfied with the cheap glib
patriotism that is home-made and costs no
pang, that is willing to give others but not
itself to the War-God, but we can believe
the poet when he sings that in spite of the
fact that—
 Our bodies are pollutions men despise—
God knows that we are satisfied,—
We who have looked into our Lngland’s
eyes
And seen the vision splendid of her
pride.”
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It is beyond our powers to indulge in formal
criticism of real war-poetry ; all we ask is
sineerity ; the note struck may jar; we may
violently disagree—but we have to recognise
that such poetry strips us naked ; all our
catch-penny phrases fall from us; we are
in the presence not of those who have been
“purified by fire” (comfortable empty
phrase), but of those who have been in hell
and have seen iruth stripped of her trap-
pings.

*“This is the gift the high gods send

This quiet day of dreams.” . . .

‘¢ Grief shall dower me of her almsgiving.”

What a legacy for the young men—rest
and grief.

In 1914 the poet could write :—

“Pomps and vanities pass away,
Only love remains.”

A mood—the mood of the young, of all
young men—in 1914,

In 1915 Love has gone the way of other
qualities that youth once thought imperish-
able, and given place to praise of the waving
splendour of living trees, of vivid sunsets,
songe of birds and other natural beauties he
once despised. The young man opens his
eyes and sees the world and behold it is very
good. Yet another year passes and another
mood chases across the pages of higs book
like clouds across the wind-swept sky—and
now 7 Now it is rest, rest and grief.
“*Was there love once ? 1 have forgotten

her.

Was there grief once 7 Grief yet is mine.”

What will the young poet of 1928 discover
the truth to be? It is a queer thought.
But “* Moods " inspires queer thinking, and
for that reason alone is worth more than a
passing glance.

LECTURES.

Consequently we were
very pleasantly surprised by what we actually
did hear—a very clear and interesting
account of the Guards and all that distin-
guishes them to such a marked degree from
the line regiments, with special reference to
the lecturer's own regiment. TFew of us
remembered Capt. Bernard, also of the
Irish Guards, who as Adjutant did such a
lot for the 0.T.C. at camp before the War ;
still our 0.C. paid him and, through him,
his regiment so warm a tribute that we felt
a real tie of gratitude between us and the
Irish Guards, We are sure we express the
feelings of the School in hoping sincerely
that Licut. Williams will very soon visit us
again.

Ox Wednesday, June 19th, the School en-
joyed a lecture by Mr., Mackenzie Kennedy
on ** Aviation.” Many of us had already
heard of Mr. Kennedy's name in connection
with the Russian experiments with the giant
Sikorski biplanes, about which he gave us a
good deal of information in the course of his
lecture. After a brief résumé of the history
of the aeroplane from the time of Henson's
experimental models made in 1847, the
lecturer showed us a gerics of slides illustrat-
ing chiefly the earlier stages of suecessful
machines as flown in 1908 and 1909 and

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Rustoum Bek to speak to us onJuly 3rd. e
told us something of the state of Russia
before the Revolution took place ; she could
not exist under antoeracy and so the Revolu- l
tion was bound fo come ; it was perlups
unfortunate that it came when it did,  The
Russian  peasants  are  unorganised  and
uncducated 3 the Cossacks on the other hand
are all of them educated ; theiv army s
better organised than before the War, and
they will never accept German rule.  With
regard to the Bolsheviks they may disappear
as the Russian army disappeared ; we can
only hope that they will.  Col. Rustoum Bek
told us that what Russia wants is the support |
of the Allies ; he said that she wonld recover,
and concluded by sayving that the War will
be won on the Eastern Front. e is soon |
going out to Russia again ; we wish him luek
and hope that he will come and talk to ns
again when he returns here,

NAVY LEAGUE LECTURE.

Ox Tuesday, May 21st, the members of the
Navy League enjoyed an excellent leeture
on **The British Navy.” by Mr. Van der
Veer, London editor of the well-known
Duteh newspaper De Telegraaf.

e traced the growth of German power
from the beginning, their intimidation of
Denmark  in the matter of Sehleswig-
Holstein, their war with Austria for the
same canse and their attack on Franee in
1870, He reproached the English for not
having stepped in and erushed Germany at |
that time, thus rendering this present con- |
flict impossible.

He spoke in glowing terms of the work of
the British Navy, saying that we all owed
our very existence to it if the Germans had
devastated Belgium in revenge for having |
delayed them, what would they do to us who
had cansed them to lose the War 7 *“for,” he
added vehemently, * you must win the war.”

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how that they had sheltered 750,000 home-
less Belgians and earved for many of our own
wounded. They had chivalrously refused
all aid from us, saying that this was their
part in the War,

He told us that all good Duteh loathed
the Germans, but that their hatred was
mingled with fear, for they knew that with-
out the British Navy their little country
would be overrun even as Belginm  had
been.  With sueh a safeguard, however, he
felt no fear for Holland.

He closed with a further eulogy of the
British Navy and Mereantile Marine which
brought us food in spite of all perils and
made it possible for us to carry on to a
successful conelusion.

MOCK TRIAL.

Tuis was held in the Drawing School on |

Tuesday, April 3rd, at 7 pan. The prisoner,
Philip Horsey (L. . Hedges), was tried
before Mr, Justice Reynolds (1. R. Callen),
for felonionzly entering the stables of Knewly
Gottrich, Esq., J.P., and inflicting malicions
and grievous injury on the racehorse = Flying
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Wombat ' ; also for assaulting Jerry Hodder,
stable-boy, by slriking him on the head.
Mr. Robert IMumilton, K.C. (G. W. Pield),
and Mr. Frauk West (R. Bentley) prosceuted;
the prisoner was defended by Sir Thomas
Iardy (M. N. IHlammerling) and Mr. Vernon
Jules (R. G, Freeman).,

The first witness for the prosecution was
Robert E. Lee (B le B, Musgrave), assistant
frainer of the rival horse, ** Minuet 11" e
stated that he was at the inn **Jew and
Jabberwoek " at 8 pn. on the 7th inst., and
saw prisoner there.  Prisoner left at 8.45:
said he had an appointment with one Mr.
Isaacstein.

Barbara Allan (E. B. Bowyer), barmaid at
the “Jew and Jabberwock,” said that
prizoner stayed there for three days. On the
evening of the 7th he ordered supper for two
he then went out to keep an appointment
| with Mr. Isanestein,  She did not se¢ the
prisoner return, although she waited for him,

Questioned why she waited forhim, witness
stated that she wanted him to give her a tip.

The Judge : What isa ~tip " ! (Laugh-
ter,)

The nature of a tip was explained to his
Lordship.

Mr. Isaaestein (A. H. Musson), dealer in
“antiques " and a gentleman of unmistak-
able nationality, denied meeting prisoner on
the 7th.  Prisoner saw him three days ago
and  borrowed  £100. No  sceurity  was
demanded ; he charged 3 per centb. interest.

Jerry Hodder (I, A, Lash), stable-boy in
the serviee of Knewly Gottrich, Lsq., was
reading  Tit- Bits  in the harness-room,
next to the stable, on the evening of the 7th.

Witness explained that as references were
generally forged they could not be considered
worth relying on.

other.  IIe had taken her part against her
husband, who was very eruel to her and had
“uearly killed her 7 on the 7th. This drove
Horsey ont of his mind., Witness added,
amid sobs, that * he had endured many trials
for her.”

The prizoner then entered the witness-box
and explained that on the evening of the 7th
Jane had rushed in bleeding ; he had = feld,
mad 7 and rashed out. IHe sent a telegram
to Sammy Welsh, a bookmaker, instructing
him to put £100 on = Minuet 11" ;3 he had
forgotten everything that followed.

Sammy Welsh (15, €. Morrell), annonneing
himselt “Cigh elass bookmaker, 84,
Charing Cross Road,” said prisoner was a
sportsman and always paid his debts,

The  counsel then  summed up.
Thomas Hardy, in a owery (and well pre-
pared) oration continued to lay stress on the
fact of the prisoner's state of mind, and ended
with an appeal to the judge and jury to be
merciful.  Mr.  Robert  Hamilton, K.C.,
pointed out that the prisoner had Deen
examined by the prison doctor and certified
of sound mind ; and that the prisoner’s con-
duct was by no means so guileless as the
defenee would make out.  Speaking as he

Le is to be congratulated on an excellent
speech,  His Lordship’s summing up was
very much inelined to the side of the prosecu-
tion ; in fact he stated that he considered
the defenee to have been deplorably weak.
The jury, after a brief consultation, re-
turned the verdiet of *Guilty.”  The
prisoner was accordingly sentenced to nine

calendar months’ imprisonmentin the Second |
Division.

The Mock Trial will remain in the memory
of those who witnessed it longer than many ’
entertainments that have run o thousand
nights or ealled forth unstinted unanimous
praise from the professional eritics.  And this
in spite of the fact that to preserve verisi-
militude both the leading counsel had their
backs to the audience all the time, that the
defence was ludierously weak, that the
evidence was even more untrustworthy than
it would have been in real life (the lawyers
don’t seem to have prompted their clients
beforehand), that no member of the cast had
ever entered a court of law, and the correct
procedure was completely unknown to the
majority, In spite of all these and other
drawbacks the trial was o marked suceess,
and, it is to be hoped, was merely the
prelude to even more wmbitious displays of
a like kind in the ¢oming winter.
